The 'General
Data Protection Regulation' (GDPR) will change how we can use your personal data and keep it
safe, and will also strengthen your rights over your own data.

Whilst it is similar to the current Data Protection Act in many ways, there are
a few differences, so we need to make a few changes at the school in order to ensure we
remain compliant.
